Literacy Council of Kitsap served 498 students last year,
many of whom were functionally illiterate, spoke little or no
English, or lacked high school diplomas. Ethnic minorities,
including immigrants from 32 countries, represented 46% of
LCK enrollment. 60% were women, 8% were single heads of
households. 24% of program enrollees weretégk youths

(age 16 to 21), and 26% had a learning or physical disability.

Based on federal income criteria, 90% of students were from
low-income to very lowincome households.

Literacy Council of Kitsap collects student information at the
time of program enrollment and uses all statistics in report-
ing to our funding partners. These include the State Board
for Community and Technical
Education, City of Bremerton Community Block Grant,
United Way of Kitsap County, and private foundations.
